Or be willing to obtain these certifications promptly as they
become available.

e  Be of good moral character and possess a high degree of honesty and integrity.

e  Possess an acceptable level of verbal and written skills to execute the essential duties and functions of the job.

e  Possess an acceptable level of dexterity to execute the essential duties and functions of the job.

e Possess the ability to interact appropriately with the public, employees, team members, elected officials, and others.

e  POCs are compensated at $18.65 for the first hour of response for an incident. POCs are then compensated at the
rate of $15.22 for each additional hour of service. Special responses and scheduled monthly training are
compensated at the 2"d-hour rate of $15.22 (2025 salary ordinance).
